Programs
Presentation B.V.M. offers a four year old program for
children who are four Years of age by September 1°¢. This Class
has 2 ¥ hour sessions meeting on Monday, Wednesday and
Friday.
The three year old Program is offered to children Who are
three years of age by September 1°°. This Class has 2 % hour
sessions on Tuesday and Thursday each week.

An extended lunch bunch will be offered on Wednesday (for
the four year olds) and Thursday (for the three year olds). This
extended session Will allow the children to enjoy lunhch
together ahd theh have supervised play activities until 1:00 for
an additional fee of $8.00. If you would like to sign up for this
extended session @ monthly Calendar must be sent ih to SChool.
1f less then three Children register ah extended session Will hot
be held that week.

TResgistration
TResgistration begins in Janhuary for families enrolled inh our
preschool| program. In February registration is opened to the
publicC.



Acceptance
The school reserves the right to Change or to drop a student,
after conferring with the parents, if the sChool feels it is
hecessary for the good of the entire Class.

gchool Dress Code
Tt is suggested you dress your child for play. Remember they
paint, COOK, Crawl and play inside anhd outside; their SChoo|
work Cah require them to get into their lessons! Try to provide
clothing that is free of compliCated fasteners. They like to be
independent ahd do for themselves.
A Change of clothes (for emergencies) should be sentin a
labeled zZip |oC bas.

Personal Belongings
All removable clothing, Coats, hats, sweaters, boots, mittens
etC. should be marked with your child’s name. It is @ good idea
t0 mark their hame on the sChool bag as well since some tend
t0 be the “bag of choice”.
Schedule
The school hours are from 9:00 t0O 11:30. Each teacher will
develop their schedule in keeping with the early childhood
guidelines of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia. The schedules
Will inClude learnhing about God’s wonderful Creations, CirCle
time, independent play, storytelling, pre-reading activities,
language development, CommuniCation sKillS, math activities,
science exploration, physiCal education, music, art, and
computer technhology.
Arrival
The students are to come in the Hasbrook Avenue side at the
rear of the building. Parents may drive up to the doors anhd
your child will be met at the door by a teacher. These doors
Will open ten minutes before the session begins and if you
arrive after hine bring your child into the school Via the QOld
goldiers entrancCe at the front of the building. There is a
doorbell to the |eft as You face the front doors.



Dismissal
Parents are asked to park along Hasbrook Avenue on the
SChool side with the first Car hear the back doors. The
teachers Will escort eaCh Child to their parent’s Car as the Cars
arrive.
Please have your child enter the Car oh the driver’s side.
During the beginhnhing weeks of school please display a Family
hame Signh in the side window.
Walkers are to enter ahd exit the sChool by the same doors.

1f someone other thah the parent is Coming for your child
please notify the teacher by note; we Will hot release your child
t0 ghyone else without a hote.

Transportation
Trahsportation is the parent’s responsibility. You will be given
the names and addresses of all the Children ih the Class if you
Care to arranhge Carpools. If you do hot waht your Child’s hame
ahd address shared please tell the teaCher onh the first day of
SChool.

Calendar
Our Preschool will follow the same Calendar as our elementary
SChool. Please consult the Calendar for all holidays anhd school
closures. The teachers Will post monthly Calenhdars on the
SChool wepb site.

ShaCk
A shack will be provided every day. We encourage the children
t0 drink water. We will provide a shaCk such as ahimal Crackers
CooKies, Vahilla wafers and pretzels. If your child has anhy food
allergies please notify the teacher. SinCe Cooking will be a part
Of the schedule other foods might be offered.



Celebrations
Birthdays can be celebrated if You Choose to send ih g treat on
your Cchild’s specCial day. Please do nhot send in @ Cake but keep
nutrition in mind. AlSO please do not send in balloons Or party
favors sinCe some children may have allergies. Please hotify the
teacher inh advance so she is prepared for your child’s
celebration.
1f birthday invitations are sent into SChoo| please include onhe
for every child in the Class.

Christmas Show ¢ End of Year Program
If you would like your child’s siblings to attend a hote must be
send to the ClassSroom teacher to ask permission. They are to
return to the ClassSroom after the performance.

Class Trips
If any Class trips are planned they will be within walking
distance and possible only with sufficCient parental
partiCipation. This Will be determined by the teacher.

Cafety
The Crisis Management Plah of the sChool must be followed.
This plan is for the safety Of every child.

1f there is a legal custody order please file @ Copy with the
prinCipal SO we may adhere to the court manhdate.

Fire Drills
Fire drills are mandatory and Will be held onCe a month. All
drills will be given with advance notice for Early Childhood
Children. Young Children need a gSreat deal Of preparation to
be able to handle the drill and will be reassured by the teacCher.

Health Related Issues
All Health-related issues follow Policies ¢ Procedures Mahual
of the Parish Elementary Schools. (Example: students with



allergies, digbetes etC.) It is impOrtant to share medicCal
conditions with sChool so we will be prepared to Care for your
child in ah emergency.

Immunization

No child in grades Pre-K through 12 may be admitted to or
permitted toO attend a nhon-publiC SChool unless the child has
received immunizations required by 28 PA. Code Chapter 23
Subchapter C (relating to immuhnization) or has received from
the director a mediCal Or religious exemption from
immunization under 28 PA Code (relating to exemptions from
immunization).

Hepatitis B shots are required for Cchildren Starting
Kindergarten in 2992. THis hew [aw does not apply to students
alreaay attending school.
Kindergarten children wifl also need a second shot of MNMR
(Measles, Mumps, and Rubelld) and a fourth shot of DTP
(Diphtheria, Tetanus, Percussis)
Refer to your doctor, sChool nurse or [0Cal health department for
more information or Call 2-800-986-KIDS.

Medical Examinations

A complete mediCal examination, including appropriate Visual
and hearing evaluations, shall be made by a licensed physiCian
at the expense of the parents prior to the original entrance of
the pupil into school. The school may provide the hecessary
forms. “ORIGINAL ENTRANCE® MEANS ENTRANCE
INTO PRE-KINDERGARTEN IF IT IS PART OF THE
SCHOOL OR INTO THE EIRST GRADE IF THE SCHOOL
DOES NOT HAVE A KINDERGARTEN PROGRAM.

Dental Examinations
A dental examination shall be provided for a student upon
original entry into school and in grades 3 and 7 if locally
applicable. The sChool may provide the necessary forms.

Please keep your child home if You suspect illness or until they
are fully recovered.

Tuition

Presentation B.V.M. Preschool is @ hoh-profit sSChool. Tt is
imperative that all financCial obligations be met faithfully and
onh time SO we Cah pay our teachers.
Tuition is based on nine monthly payments; it is due the 1°° of
the month starting July 1°° and ending April 1°°. There will be a
late fee Of $10.00 after the tenth of the month.

Three Year Qld Program- $95 per month

Four Year Qld Program- $135 per month

The school reserves the right to dismiss any child if the tuition
has hot been paid by the 25 of the month it is due.

Or medicCal Crisis in your family please send a nhote to the
prinCipal.

Placement
The morning Class is Filled first; if there are g SUfficient
humber Of students enrolled t0 warrant an afFternoon session
one will be added.
A child is conditionally accepted based onh the information the
parent shares at registration. If it is determined that the child
is hot adapting to the program a decision will be make with



teacher and parent input on what is best for the individual
child.
